They have been ‘formed’ by others
and not by God or the Scriptures.

So That's What It Really Says....

* When you read the whole Bible through
yourself, you may find common phrases
your Preacher has used but now, in the
right context.

* Sometimes or perhaps many times, Pastors
or Church leaders take different parts of
the Scriptures to say what they are not
really saying.

* When You read it yourself, you and the Holy
Spirit will reach conclusions you may not
have held before. This is called Personal
Revelation.




The Entrance Of Your
Word...

* As you study and handle the passages
yourself, big themes in the Word jump
out at you.

* Grace, Salvation, Deliverance, Holiness,
Love, Judgement etc..

* Your eyes are opened to your own take
on what God has done and what that
means to your life and destiny.
