* Leviticus teaches that the way to God is by
sacrifice. The word “atonement” occurs 45 times.

* For the life of the flesh is in the blood; and | have
given it to you upon the altar to make an atonement
for your souls; for it is the blood that maketh an
atonement for the soul. (Leviticus 17:11)

* Atonement means to cover up. The blood of bulls and
goats did not actually take away sin. It covered over
until Christ came to take away our sins.
